Patriot Poker Run

Rules and Regulations

1. We suggest that participants start at Phil's Marina Cafe at 10am for driver's meeting and pastries, followed
by a touch & go at “the Dock" in Slidell, a fouch and go at "Barnacles”, then lunch at Seabrook Marina for
11:30am, then to Old Pontchartrain Beach for 1:00pm -3pm for some fun & relaxation, then to Landry's at
West End, then the New Orleans Yacht Club for the final stop & drawing of cards 4-5pm . Party starts at
4pm.

2. Upon arriving at each stop you must present the registration I.D. / dog tag./wristband.

3. Participants upon arriving at the conclusion of the poker run will go directly to the dealer table.

4. For every registrant we will be dealing 2 separate sets of 6 card hands. You will pick up a hand ID card

from Craig at the dealers table then you will be dealt your hands. Registrants do not have to make any of the
stops to be dealt their hands. Anyone making all 7 stops will be dealt seven cards for each hand.

5. Extra cards may be purchased for $10.00 after 4pm at the New Orleans Yacht Club verification tables. Up
to 3 extra cards may be purchased per hand.

6. The dealer and participant will select the highest five cards to score your hand.

7. You will then sign the bottom of your registration I.D. card , acknowledging your hand that shall be stapled
next to your signature.

8. In case of a tie, a draw of cards will determine the winning hand. If a participant is not present, thena
judge will draw for the absent participant. Final decisions on any dispute will be made by the poker run coor-
dinator.

9. You may designate someone o draw your hand if you cannot make the run.

10. ALL HANDS MUST BE TURNED IN BY 5PM ENDING THE POKER RUN. PARTY STARTS AT 4PM

NO WILD CARDS

Deck order is as follows
1. Spade 2. Hearts 3. Diamonds 4. Clubs

ORDER OF HIGHEST HANDS:

1. Royal Flush (Ace High) 6. Straight

2. Straight Flush 7. Three (3) of a Kind
3. Four (4) of a Kind 8. Two (2) Pair

4. Full House 9. Pair

5. Flush 10. High Card
